FACTS Family Portal and Enrollment

If you have not already accessed the FACTS
Family Portal, please do so soon. Admissions,
enrollment (registration) and re-enrollment will
be done online this year using the Family Portal.
We will be reaching out to you soon if you have
not already signed up. We HOPE to open
registration for next school year by April 1st.
The $100 registration fee will be waived if signed
up by May 1st. There will be an $11
re-enrollment fee for each student. There will be
a $25 fee per family if tuition in paid in 2
payments, a $55 fee to make monthly payments
OR if you pay your tuition in full in one payment
this fee will be waived. This fee is needed to pay
for incidental charges through FACTS like hot
lunch or other fees that may arise. Payments for
tuition and hot lunch can be made through
FACTS with credit card (for a fee, currently
3.05%), bank account with no fee, or by check at
the school with no fee. All charges will be clearly
detailed by FACTS, and you will be able to see
your transactions through the system.
